“True Wisdom”  

James 3:13–18, Focus Vs. 13 

 

READ IT 
“Who is wise and understanding among you? Let them show it by their good life, by deeds 
done in the humility that comes from wisdom.” (James 3:13)  
 
DISCOVER IT 
Wisdom is more than knowing facts or giving clever answers. According to James, true wis-
dom shows itself in the way we live. Earthly wisdom often leads to pride, jealousy, and con-
flict, but heavenly wisdom is pure, peace-loving, gentle, and full of mercy. In other words, 
wisdom is not just what we know. It’s how we live in relationship with God and with others. 
When we follow Christ, our lives should reflect His character. True wisdom is revealed not in 
our words alone, but in our actions, attitudes, and the way we treat people.  
 
ASK IT 
1. What do you think it means to be “wise”? Can someone be very smart but not wise?  
 
2. James says wisdom is shown “by good conduct” (v. 13). What are some examples of wise 
behavior in everyday life?  
 
3. Verses 17 and 18 list qualities of heavenly wisdom (pure, peaceable, gentle, etc.). Which of 
these do you think you need most in your life right now?  
 
LIVE IT 
1. Understand that wisdom from above is more about character than knowledge.  
 
2. Allow God’s wisdom to produce peace, gentleness, and mercy, while avoiding the worldly 
wisdom which produces selfishness and division.  
 
3. We show true wisdom when we live out our faith with humility and love toward others. So, 
work with your family and friends to pursue God’s wisdom together, growing in unity, peace, 
and joy.  
 
PRAY IT 
Heavenly Father, thank You for showing me the difference between earthly wisdom and the 
wisdom that comes from You. I confess that I often try to handle life my own way, and it 
leads to frustration and conflict. Please fill me with Your Spirit and guide me to live with puri-
ty, peace, gentleness, and mercy. Help my family, my friends, and me to be an example of 
true wisdom, bringing peace and encouragement to others. In Jesus’ name… AMEN.
